Re : Cluudius Richard William Frith Harris ( 1826 — 1862 )

Thank you for your e-mail regarding information about the above named officer,
who served as a Captain in the Madras Army. Based on searches in the
Biographical Card Index of the Asia, Pacific and African Collections of the
British Library, I confirm the following information :

Born 28" July 1826 in Paris, and baptised on 28" July 1836 at Bathwick, a district
of the city of Bath, Somerset. He was the fifth son of Charles Harris, Madras Civil
Service and his wifc Maria Theresa. He was chosen as a cadet in the east India
Company Army for the 1843 / 44 scason. / Cadel Papers : L/ MIL/ 9/ 206 folios
385 - 389].

He is shown as being promoted to Licutenant on 1 November 1848, and is then
shown in 1851 as “Returned to duty, arrived Bombay on 14" January 1850”.
“There is no information about his whereabouts during 1848 and 1849, if he left
India or whether he was contemplating marriage in 1849. / Madras Service Army
Lists : L/ MIL/ 11/ 52 folio 345 .

‘There is a memorial inseription for him at St. Mary’s Church , Bathwick, showing
that he died at Nice on 10" March 1862.
