JENNY LIND’S LETTER, LONDON, 27 APRIL 1849

Excerpts of Jenny Lind’s letter of 27 April 1849 from Clairville, London to Judge Henrik Munthe, Stockholm, her legal guardian.  The underlining in the excerpt below was made in the original letter.

	“I have won a real hero and a pure heart.  A person whose life I have in my hands.  I can no longer escape it – the time has come – I am soon married!  More when we meet!”

“We will marry … 14-16 May – the day is not fully decided – and travel then to Paris, I believe, but from there home to Sweden.”

“My dear Judge Munthe, how can we get a nice country-house!  … not far from Stockholm.

… We wish it to be quiet, peaceful, and I want Aunt Lona and Annette and Mina Fundin to be around, and you as well in between – as often as possible.  Harris will soon learn Swedish.”
